	National Curriculum Subject: Science

	Year Group / Age Phase : Year 2 (Age 6-7 years)


	Learning Objective:

· To explore which material would make the best blind for an aeroplane.
· To know the properties of a range of materials.
· To carry out a science investigation
· To know what a fair test is
· To make a prediction


	Resources:

· A varuiety of possible materials to make aeroplane blinds;

- tissue paper

- crepe paper

- card

- plain paper

- sugar paper

- tin foil    

· Window

· Bright day


	Differentiation:  
The level of support will vary depending on the abilities of the children.
It is hoped that all children should be able to access all activities regardless of their needs and ability.




	Introduction:
Explain to the children that we will be exploring which material will make the best blind for an aeroplane,
Look together at some photos of inside an aeroplane. 

Discuss together the following;

· What are the blinds used for on an aeroplane?
· Why would we need to block out the sunlight on an aeroplane?
· Why would we need ti to be dark on an aeroplane?


	Main Lesson
Show the children the selection of materials available to investigate which material will make the best blind for an aeroplane – sugar paper, crepe paper, tin foil, plain paper, tissue paper.
Can the children predict which one they think will make the best blind? 

Can they justify their choice?

Exaplin to the children how we will carry out the investigation.

· Place each piece of paper up at a bright window. 

· Put face close to window to see if it allows the bright light through. 

· Children record findings in table.

Discuss with the children what a fair test is. How do we keep this test fair?

Discuss how we will know which material is the best blind for the aeroplane – it will not let the light through and it will be quite dark


	Plenary

The children will look at their results from the investigation.
· Which material will make the best blind for an aeroplane? 
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
