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Fly High in Europe  - Lesson Plan
	Category: Balloons

	National Curriculum Subject: Art

	Year Group / Age Phase : Year 2 (Age 6-7 years)


	Learning Objective:

To identify warm and cold colours.
To tear and use a variety of coloured and textures papers to create a collage effect.

To know what a silhouette is.

To create a silhouette
To create a skyscape including a hot air balloon silhouette.



	Resources:

· Images of skyscapes with balloon silhouettes

· Selection of coloured paper (warm and cold colours)
· Plain white paper

· Black paint

· Paint brushes


	Differentiation:  
The level of support will vary depending on the abilities of the children.
It is hoped that all children should be able to access all activities regardless of their needs and ability.




	Introduction:
Begin by looking at a selection of photos and images of hot air balloons. 
Show children some images of a silhouette of a hot air balloon. 
· What do we call this? 
· How is a silhouette created?
Discuss with the children the time of day when they think a silhouette is created. Explain this is usually very early in the morning at dawn or in the evening at sunset.

Discuss with the children the different colours they can see in the sky. Explain that some are a mix of warm colours (red, yellow, orange, pink) and others are cool colours (blue, purple, green)

Exaplin to the children that when we see a pictures of the sky we call it a skyscape.


	Main Lesson
Explain to the children that today they are going to create their own skyscape with a balloon silhouette.

Children will select whether they are going to create a warm or a cold coloured skyscape. 
They will first select their colour background and then select apportiate other colours to tear and collage onto the background.
Children will complete the background of their skyscape by carefully tearing thin strips of colours to add and stick onto their background colour.

Once this is complete children will begin to create their hot air balloon silhouette.

Rehearse drawing the outline of a hot air balloon. (make sure that this is in proportion to the rest of their picture.

Children will paint their balloon in black to create the silhouette effect.

When dried, they will then cut this out and stick it onto the skyscape. 


	Plenary

The children will look at their completed works of art. 

· Have they created a skyscape with a hotair balloon? 

· Have they been able to use either warm or cold colours? 

· Do their pictures look similar to any of the photographs that we looked at?
· Is there anything they would do to improve of change their skyscape?
