	Year Group / Age Phase : Reception (Ages 4-5)


	Learning Objective: (Linked to EYFS framework- Development matters)
· Play co-orporatively to act out a narrative (Expressive arts and design).
· To talk about similarities and differences when exploring places (Understanding the World)
· Use phonic knowledge to write decodable words and sentences (Literacy)

· Use language tp imagine and recreate roles and experiences (Communication and language)



	Resources:

· Holiday brochures (variety)

	Differentiation:  
Children who need support writing with be in mixed ability pairings and will have an adult to support. 



	Introduction:
Show children an image froma holiday. Adult to explain to children why they enjoyed this holiday. ‘it was very sunny and hot. I like to go in the cool sea on holiday. I like to eat in restaurants on my holiday.’ 
Ask children to share their experiences.

· Who has travelled on a plane to get on holiday? What was it like? Where did you stay?

· Who travelled in a car? Where did you go? Where did you stay?

· What holiday did you most enjoy? Why?
Children to all think of where they might like to go on holiday.
· Who is going in your holiday?

· How will you get there?

· Where will you stay?

· How long for?


	Main Lesson

Children will work in small mixed ability groups in the role play and will take on the different roles of the travel agents and customer.
All children will complete a holiday booking form as a travel agent to ‘book’ a holiday for one of their classmates.
 

	Plenary

Children will have the opportunity to share the booking they have made in their role as a travel agent. 
The travel agents will remain open and children can access the provison independently.
Extention: What will we need to take on a beach/camping/caravan holiday? Children will pack a suitcase with what they will need.
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
