	Category: Kites

	Year Group / Age Phase : Year 3 (7-8 year olds)


	Learning Objective:

To work out what is the best material to use when making a kite.



	Resources:

Paper to draw the design

Bamboo BBQ skewers

Adhesives (ie Masking tape, Sticky Tape, Duct tape, Electricians tape, Glue, String)

Different material to use to make the kites (ie newspaper, cling film, tissue paper, plastic bags, cellophane, cardboard, corrogated cardboard)

Scissors

String for the tails



	Differentiation:  
Mixed ability groups

LA - support with cutting and sticking materials

Ensure SN children are included in the decision making through the design stage




	Introduction:
Show a video of a basic kite flying. Has anyone ever flown a kite?

Show pictures of a range of kites flying - different shapes, kinds (from the basic kite to the very complex 3D ones), sizes and colours


	Main Lesson

- In pairs, talk about what a brilliant kites should look like - size and shape

- What should it be made of?  What should it NOT be made of?

- What about the weather, would that make us use different materials?  What should we use and NOT use.

- In mixed ability groups of circa 5, draw the shape of the kite you would like to make - make sure to use rulers

- In the same group, discuss and come up with a plan on what materials to use and why.  What will be used to stick it together?  Why?

- As a class come back together and listen to each groups design and materials to use.

- Vote on the best and worst design and materials to use.

- In groups, create a kite using a material given ie newspaper or tissue paper or plastic bag

 

	Plenary

- When the weather is right, take all kites outside and try to fly each one, one at a time.  But remember to ask the children if they think it will work before you try and fly it.

- Come back together as a class and talk about what went well and what didn't. 
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
