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Fly High in Europe  - Lesson Plan
	Category:  Balloons

	Year Group / Age Phase : Year 3 (7-8 year olds)


	Learning Objective:

To create a picture, using different materials, of the landscape from above in a hot air balloon.



	Resources:

Large paper to make the picture on
Various materials - cotton wool, cloth, corrogated cardboard (earthy colours)

Paint (early colours and black)

Felt tip pens

Glue and spreaders
IPADs

Whiteboards and pens



	Differentiation:  
HA - More detail in what they can see from the hotair balloon; more variety of materials used
LA - more support with ideas, scissor use



	Introduction:
Show a video of a hot airballoon journey, ensure that it also touches on what can be seen when in the balloon.
Ask the children if anyone has been in a hot air balloon.
What do you think you might see if you were in a hot air balloon?


	Main Lesson
- Show a video clip (with music) of the journey of a hot air balloon

- Discuss where the journeys normally take place -city v rural.

- Discuss what you would see - fields, animals, hedges, houses, roads, rivers etc.
- Use props (small plastic animals and houses) to show the balloon over fields.  Talk about and show how you would see things from above.  Yous wouldn't see the face of the animals but you might see the top of their heads.
- Use IPADs and get the children to research aerial views from a hot air balloon and jot down their ideas on whiteboards.

- As a whole class, discuss what you would see.  Teacher will sketch on a large sheet of paper as the children decide what they see.  This will be shown on visualiser on the class interactive whiteboard.

- Children sketch their ideas on paper.

- Discuss with partner what could be done different

- Draw the new improved sketch on the bigger sheet of paper.

- When happy with sketch, cut and prepare materials to stick onto the sketch.  Stick the materials onto the paper and create the picture.
 

	Plenary
- Share some of the pictures the children have created.  Try to use ones that have used different materials ie cotton wool sheep, corrugated card for the roads, different colours of the fields.

- As a class talk about what we like about the different pictures.

- In pairs come up with 2 good things about own and partners picture and 1 thing that could be improved next time.
